SUMMARY OF MINUTES
CALHOUN COUNTY COMMISSION
JUNE 10, 2021

Chairman Hess called to order the regular meeting of the Calhoun County Commission and all
Commissioners were present. County Engineer Brian Rosenbalm gave an invocation and led the
Pledge of Allegiance.

The Commissioners approved the payment of warrants issued, to-wit:

Dr. David West, County Extension Coordinator, recognized Shaquila Burks, Owner/Director of
A Vision for Kids Daycare Center, for completing Breast Feeding Friendly Childcare
Certification. Dr. West presented Ms. Burks with a certificate of recognition on behalf of the
Alabama Partnership for Children (APC), Alabama Department of Public Health and Alabama
Breastfeeding Committee.

Chairman Hess introduced Sherry Brown and her daughter Gemma, and presented a check from
the County Commission to the McClellan Chapter of the Back Country Horsemen of American
to support “Sassy Tails,” a special needs program for children.

Commissioner Henderson made a motion to adopt the agenda, followed by a second to the
motion from Commissioner Wilson. All Commissioners voted in favor of the motion.
